




Urban Grant Fund
Background Information

Grants from the fund sources will be used for efforts that move the Presbytery Of Detroit toward a more beloved community that is interrelated and interdependent. Priority will be given to collaborative relationships that are able to demonstrate probable impact on the targeted populations.  Projects to be funded will help the Presbytery guide and direct the ministry of the members of Presbyterian Churches in the metro-urban communities, cities, suburbs, townships and rural areas in the six county areas of Wayne, Oakland, Macomb, Livingston, St. Clair and Washtenaw, to the end that racially and culturally diverse communities within this area come to see themselves as economically, socially, politically and spiritually interdependent and interrelated.

PROCESS for APPLICANT

1. Application for Proposal is available on the Presbytery of Detroit Website under Metropolitan Urban Ministry Team (MUMT).

2. Deadline for Application is the third (3rd) Thursday in April.

3. Request for technical assistance from the MUMT may be requested. 

4. Provide one original and five copies to the Office of the POD by 4:30 p.m. (No Faxed copies will be accepted.)

5. The MUMT is responsible for the Objective Review Process and will make their recommendation to the appropriate committees.

6. Applicant will be notified no later than two (2) weeks after approval by the Presbytery. 

7. Funds will be made available within a week of notification.

· Objectives: describe the beneficial results of the program.  They tell WHO is going to do WHAT, HOW MUCH and HOW it will be measured.

· Begin with “to”, followed by an action verb.  State results, not activities!

8. In what way does this ministry meet the objectives of the source fund for ministry?  Include current, relevant demographic data of the targeted population. (TWENTY POINTS)
9. Describe how this Ministry supports the goals of the Presbytery of Detroit Mission Statement.  (TEN POINTS)
10. To what extent does the Ministry reflect efforts to partner / collaborate with other parts of the Presbytery and the Community at large? (TEN POINTS)
11. Describe Plans to measure your progress and evaluate your project.  It will be necessary to submit a final report to the Metropolitan Urban Ministry Team at the conclusion of the grant period. (TEN POINTS)
